JAMES MUSLOW HOUSE

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

This house was designed in 1954 by Shreveport architects and half-brothers Samuel G. Wiener and William B. Wiener, Sr. for clients and friends James and Jean Muslow. The
building was designed in the tradition of European modernism that was adapted and significantly influenced by American culture as exemplified by the Arfs and Architecture Case
Study House Program. The house is the most refined example of the binuclear "T-shaped" plan pioneered by the Wieners (specifically William) following the war. The Wieners'
"T-shaped" plan was clearly influenced by the binuclear house designs of Marcel Breuer - the earliest of which dates to 1945. The house was constructed using standard wood
framing in conjunction with steel columnar grid on a 7'-0" module to structure the highly fenestrated north and south walls. The Muslow house is perhaps the finest of the postwar
residences designed by either of the Wieners and was featured in the inaugural issue of what became known as Record Houses for Architectural Record in Mid-May 1956. This
issue also included residential designs by John M. Johansen, A. Quincy Jones, Paul Rudolph, and future AIA Gold Medal recipients Marcel Breuer, Richard Neutra, and William
Wurster.

Field notes and drawings were produced as part of the Arch 403 - Project Documentation course held during the fall quarter, 2014. Danielle Anderson, Remington Bard, Scott A.
Hunter, Emily Jones, Shelby Jordan, Colin M. Linden, Katherine Myers, Lonnie E. Patrick, Alex Shows, and Kory W. Stanley from the Architecture Program in the School of Design
at Louisiana Tech University documented the structure under the guidance of Guy W. Carwile, Architect Emeritus and Professor. Dimensions and construction materials were
recorded at the site using hand methods. Information gathered on-site was augmented by archival information. Access to the house and site was graciously provided by the
current owners James Jr. (Jimmy) and Jeanne Muslow.

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Overview
Each year the State Historic Preservation Office distributes an allocation of federal funds for projects through a competitive grants process. These funds are from the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior.
Projects in the following categories are eligible
· Survey and Inventory

· Cultural Resource Documentation  
· Preservation Planning
· Educational and Public Outreach Activities
· Restoration/Rescue Projects
· National Register Nominations
Previously funded projects include the development of preservation plans; surveys of historic districts; the preparation of National Register Nominations; Historic American Building Survey (HABS) documentation; and educational activities to promote historic preservation.
For Certified Local Governments (CLGs), examples of previously funded projects include developing design guidelines for historic districts; municipal Historic Resource Inventory Surveys; feasibility studies on a single historic building or groups of historic buildings; conditions assessments and historic structures reports; public information projects relative to historic preservation; education projects relative to historic preservation; and historic preservation training programs for officials and local citizens.

Priorities
In 2016, LASHPO will give special priority to the following kinds of projects, but other preservation-oriented projects are eligible: 
Expanding Education and Public Knowledge
· Hosting workshops and seminars to inform local district commissioners and local citizens about innovative ways to increase historic preservation initiatives within their communities 

· Collaborating with university students to produce National Register nominations 
· Providing preservation information to the public via magazines, newspapers, television, exhibits, talks, workshops, seminars, etc.

· Identifying, evaluating, and preserving important buildings, structures, and sites 

· Conducting regional, parish, and local historic standing structure surveys of properties fifty years and older within the following areas: 

· northeastern parishes where no surveys have been completed

· south central parishes where partial surveys have been completed

· Developing historic structure reports

· Conducting Historic American Building Surveys (HABS), using HABS as an educational tool for the cultural economy, highlighting issues such as traditional design and building practices, cultural and historic trends or traditions

Funding Availability
Grant awards generally are between $3,000 and $75,000.  The grant period is from July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017.
Funding is contingent upon LASHPO’s annual appropriation from the National Park Service Historic Preservation Fund and State General Fund appropriations. 
Applicants
Past LASHPO Historic Preservation Fund Grant recipients include historic preservation organizations, parish governments, economic development districts, planning commissions, museum houses, state agencies, municipal governments, educational institutions, historic district commissions, and Certified Local Governments.   
Grant Awards

Grant funds must be matched by non-federal monies on at least a 50/50 basis, though grantees may elect to overmatch. In addition, funds are distributed on a reimbursable basis, i.e., the recipient makes an expenditure and is subsequently reimbursed for the grant portion of the expenditure, once the necessary billing documentation is received. An individual or entity may submit no more than two applications.
